DAMAGE TO L IBRARY MATERIALS 
You can avoid fines and damage fees by 
following a few simple guidelines— 
Water, snow, and ice can do a lot of damage 
to library materials. When transporting 
borrowed library materials during winter 
weather, be sure to protect them by putting 
them in plastic bag. That will protect them 
if they’ re dropped in water, snow, or slush. 

And when you’re in your car, be sure to 
keep library materials off the floor and away from melting 
ice and snow. Water from your boots or the carpet can cause 
damage, and stepping on them may damage them beyond 
repair.
